trails wind through the northern portion
of the park, and also provide an alternate
access to trails in the nearby Huckleberry
Hill Recreation Area.

A focal point of the park is a covered
footbridge donated by the Lions Club of
Avon in 1968. The bridge crosses a dam
separating the lower and upper ponds,
forming a waterfall. The upper pond is
also known as the "Unionville Upper
Reservoir," the lower pond is also known
as "Hutchins Pond".

Countryside Park contains a building with
a meeting room, full kitchen, fireplace,
air conditioning, and decks overlooking
the lower pond. This is available for
recreation classes, non-profit  public
meetings, and functions and rental by
private groups. Reservations must be
made at least 3 weeks in advance of
an event date.

Countryside Park is open from dawn
PUBLIC to dusk, year round. Public facilities
BUILDING have limited use.
