V. PRESENTATION BY FRIAR ASSOCIATES
Adam Palmer from Friar Associates presented an as built plan for the first and second floors of the Avon Middle School Science Lab project.  They completed an on-site inspection and submitted two examples.  One example is having all science labs on the second floor and the second example is science labs on first and second floors.  The classrooms would include lesson/lab space.  Adam explained that grouping all the science labs on the second floor would be easier for ventilation to the roof.  The issue with having all the labs upstairs would mean the school losing two classrooms which would be problematic.  The classrooms upstairs would be approximately 1,175 square feet.  The classrooms downstairs would be 980 square feet.  Separate ventilation will be needed for each room if they all have fume hoods.  John Salerni did not think that all classrooms will need fume hoods.  

Testing will need to be completed for Asbestos in the flooring.  Bruce Williams will schedule the testing.  A question was made as to whether the committee charge changes if all science labs are on the second floor and not split into two floors.  The funding maybe an issue.  The Grant would need to be submitted by June 30th.

A meeting with the science teachers will be scheduled for Thursday, April 14th @ 2:30 AMS.  The next step would be to present to the Board of Education the final plans.
