The Zoning Board of Appeals of the Town of Avon held a meeting on Thursday, April 28, 2016, at the Avon Town Hall.  Present were Ames Shea, Vice Chair, Thomas McNeill, Drew Bloom, and Chester Bukowski.  Absent were Eric Johansen, Chair, Mackenzie Johnson, and Vi Smalley.  Also present was John McCahill, Planning and Community Development Specialist.  

Ms. Shea called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.

PUBLIC HEARING
April 28, 2016
The Clerk read the call to meeting.
Ms. Shea read the Application of William and Erin Petrunti, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A 6, an 8-foot variance from the 25-foot side yard setback requirement to permit a proposed one-car garage addition, located at 89 Brookmoor Road in an R40 Zone.  Ms. Shea also read all the relative information contained in the application file.
Ms. Shea commented that the proposed location is the only side of the house that would be suitable for an additional garage.  Written support in favor of the proposal was provided by the direct neighbors located at 95 Brookmoor Road.  
William Petrunti indicated that he currently has a two-car garage noting that the proposal is to add a single, third-bay on the side of the existing garage.  No second story or basement is proposed for the new bay.

In response to Mr. Bloom’s question, Mr. Petrunti confirmed that a single-door access is proposed from the existing garage to the proposed garage.  The existing exterior wall of the garage currently has a window which will be taken out and a door installed.  He added that a window is proposed for the side of the new garage.
There being no further input, the public hearing was closed.
Ms. Shea read the Application of Christopher J. Russo, owner/applicant; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A 6, a 13-foot variance from the 

25-foot side yard requirement to permit an 8-foot by 10-foot shed, located at 118 Bridgewater Drive in an R40 Zone.  Ms. Shea also read all the relative information contained in the application file.

Ms. Shea commented that the proposed shed location is necessary due to the existing stone wall and grading on the site.  A thick tree line exists between the proposed location and the neighbor’s yard, which should result in minimal view of the shed.  
Christopher Russo noted that the proposed shed has been approved by the Brighenti Family (Bridgewater Subdivision, Homeowners Association).   He noted that no objections have been received from the neighbors. 
There being no further input, the public hearing was closed.
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Mr. McNeill motioned to GRANT, seconded by Mr. Bukowski, the Application of William and Erin Petrunti, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A 6, an 8-foot variance from the 25-foot side yard setback requirement to permit a proposed one-car garage addition, located at 89 Brookmoor Road in an R40 Zone
The vote was unanimous by Messrs. McNeill, Bukowski, Bloom, and Ms. Shea.  

Reason – The granting of the variance will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of these regulations, will accomplish substantial justice and will not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare.
Hardship – To deny would deprive the owner of a reasonable use of the property.

Mr. Bukowski motioned to GRANT, seconded by Mr. McNeill, the Application of Christopher J. Russo, owner/applicant; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A 6, a 13-foot variance from the 25-foot side yard requirement to permit an 8-foot by 10-foot shed, located at 118 Bridgewater Drive in an R40 Zone.
The vote was unanimous by Messrs. Bukowski, McNeill, Bloom, and Ms. Shea.  

Reason – The granting of the location approval will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of these regulations, will accomplish substantial justice and will not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare.

Hardship – To deny would deprive the owner of a reasonable use of the property.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:52pm.
