The Zoning Board of Appeals of the Town of Avon held a meeting on Thursday, December 18, 2014 at the Avon Town Hall.  Present were Messrs. Ladouceur, Ryan, Oleyer, Vicino, Johnson and Mr. McCahill, Planning & Community Development Specialist.  Mr. Ladouceur called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

The Clerk read the call to meeting.

Mr. Ladouceur stated for the record that he knows the applicant through youth sports in town but doesn’t feel that will impact his ability to review tonight’s application.
Mr. Ladouceur read the Application of Paul & Eileen Stephan, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV.A.2.e., an 11’ variance from the 25’ side yard setback requirement to install a 20KW generator, located at 92 Wild Wood Drive in an R-40 zone.

Mr. Paul Stephen, owner, stated the gas line comes in on the north side of the building.   The bottom left picture shows the location of proposed location showing the neighbors house and driveway.  It will be behind the pine tree.

Mr. Ladouceur stated the pictures in the application are individual.  It is one that shows a three car garage with a tall tree next to a pine tree.  

Mr. Stephen continued.  They don’t want to put it in front of the house as neighbors would not like to see a generator there.  It also has to be at least five feet from a window.  The location they chose is the most logical place to put it.

Mr. Oleyer questioned a location in the northwest back of the house.  It looks like a brick wall is there.

Mr. Stephen replied there was ledge when they built the house.  He has no idea what is in the back or further in the woods.  To put it further away from the house  will make it more expensive.  You would have to dig a trench and go through the wall and up a significant upgrade about a 20% incline.  In the woods no one will see it, the neighbors said it would be no problem for them and it would not be visible from the road.  He said Christopher & Dawn Holmes, 88 Wild Wood Drive were in favor and said they would write a note.
Mr. McCahill said we had not received any letter either for or against this application.

There was no one else present.  The Public Hearing closed at 7:45 p.m.

ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS MEETING                   December 18, 2014

A Zoning Board of Appeals meeting was held following the Public Hearing.

Mr. Vicino made a motion to GRANT, seconded by Mr. Oleyer the Application of Paul & Eileen Stephan, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV.A.2.e., an 11’ variance from the 25’ side yard setback requirement to install a 20KW generator, located at 92 Wild Wood Drive in an R-40 zone.
Mr. Ladouceur mentioned we see numerous applications of this type due to the storms in the past few years.  It’s nice when homeowners actually tell us before they install it and come before the board for permission.  The property is unique as it’s narrow in front and wide toward the back and the grade of the land.  There are not a lot of options where to place it.  
The vote to GRANT was unanimous by Messrs. Ladouceur, Ryan, Oleyer, Vicino, and Johnson. 

Reason – The granting of the variance will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of these regulations, will accomplish substantial justice and will not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public health safety and welfare.

Hardship- To deny would deprive the owner of a reasonable use of the property.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
