In keeping with the national tradition of holding ceremonies at 11:00am on November 11, the veterans will break from the schools and travel to the Avon Town Green for the annual Veterans Day Ceremony honoring soldiers of Avon from all wars.   Roaring Brook School 4th grade students will be present on the green to sing songs, along with family members and the public, for this memorial event.  Avon High School trumpet players will play Taps and singers will sing the National Anthem. Local residents are enthusiastically encouraged to attend.  It will conclude at 12:00 noon.
	“I want to pay special tribute to our World War II veterans this year.  There aren’t many of them left with us, and it won’t be very long before they are all gone.  I think it is important for the kids to understand the contribution these veterans made, and remember that they saw World War II veterans when they were in school.  Bill Newman has volunteered to provide a summary of their service from his histories,” said Jim Hutton, Commander, Avon VFW Post 3272.
