Mr. Johansen called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.

PUBLIC HEARING
May 26, 2016
The Clerk read the call to meeting.

Mr. Johansen read the Application of Susan N. Treadway and Jay D. Lichtmann, owners /applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A.6, an 8-foot variance from the 25-foot side yard setback requirement to permit a two-car garage, located at 201 Arch Road in an R40 Zone.  Mr. Johansen also read all the relative information contained in the application file.

Ms. Treadway stated that the existing garage is in bad shape noting that entrance into the garage is possible during the winter periods but exiting is not possible. Written support in favor of the proposal was provided by the direct neighbors.  She also stated that the proposed two-car garage would look the same as the existing garage and not affect the sightline for the neighbors.

Mr. McCahill indicated that the house was built in 1949 and noted that the proposed location is the logical place for a new garage.  

There being no further input, the public hearing was closed.

Mr. Johansen read the Application of Andrew A. and Clare P. Downer, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A.6 and IV A.2 d, a 23-foot variance from the 30-foot rear yard setback requirement to permit an in-ground pool, located at 11 Linden Lane in an R40 Zone.  Mr. Johansen also read all the relative information contained in the application file.

Mr. Downer commented that he didn’t receive any letters of concern from his neighbors and added that the proposed pool location will not be visible to his neighbors.  He noted that his property abuts property owned by the Town of Avon.
Mr. McCahill indicated that the Found Land has trail access that is located east of the Downer’s lot.  He noted that the proposed pool location is 150 feet away from a trail access adding that the pool may be visible to people utilizing the trails. 
There being no further input, the public hearing was closed.
Mr. Bloom motioned to GRANT, seconded by Mr. Johnson, the Application of Susan N. Treadway and Jay D. Lichtmann, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A.6, an 8-foot variance from the 25-foot side yard setback requirement to permit a two-car garage, located at 201 Arch Road in an R40 Zone.
The motion received unanimous approval. 

Reason – The granting of the variance will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of these regulations, will accomplish substantial justice and will not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare.

Hardship – To deny would deprive the owner of a reasonable use of the property.

Ms. Shea motioned to GRANT, seconded by Mr. Johnson, the Application of Andrew A. and Clare P. Downer, owners/applicants; requesting from the Avon Zoning Regulations, Section IV A.6 and IV A.2 d, a 23-foot variance from the 30-foot rear yard setback requirement to permit an in-ground pool, located at 11 Linden Lane in an R40 Zone.
The motion received unanimous approval.  

Reason – The granting of the location approval will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of these regulations, will accomplish substantial justice and will not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare.

Hardship – To deny would deprive the owner of a reasonable use of the property.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:52pm.
